Winter Training 2010:-

With the addition of extra coaches the general feeling amongst the parents and managers  is that this year training has been more beneficial through the use of smaller groups and greater supervision. The early finish on Thursday 4th March for the second session was raised. This will be looked into and taken up with the coaches. It was recognised  that the timings were tight between sessions but maximum use needs to be made of the time available

Discussion moved to the arrangements for the outdoor training. It can be confirmed that this will be led by Billy Taylor. He is already in discussion with Rob Franklin as to its structure. The aim is to standardise drills etc across the age groups in the club to bring consistency and direction to the coaching. There are a number of coaches who will be brought in to assist in the delivery of the summer programme alongside the team managers.

Totton & Eling Cricket Academy:-

This was set up in the winter to run as a parallel arm to the cricket club and was very much a new venture. An open session was held attracting interest from players outside of the club. The result was that several places were offered to players who were not members of TECC. The majority of the attendees are boys who have come through the TECC system. There are at present 18 boys attending the academy aged 14 year upwards. The academy, if the success we expect it to be, will be rolled out to younger age groups. 

The boys attending the academy will make up the Under 17 squad playing weekly on a Thursday evening throughout the season

Trevor gave a brief overview of its inaugural sessions and parental reactions and comments (favourable)

There has been one major change in the administration of the Academy. It has been brought within the remit of the Welfare Officer, Mandy Knight. This has been communicated to all concerned. The change will bring uniformity across all aspects of club administration and assist in ensuring we meet our commitments in Safeguarding young players

A long discussion took place covering recruitment of players, particularly in Under 13 age group. Dave Morgan offered to make contact with the parents of some prospective new players 

A policy of fielding the strongest team within a particular age group was also widely discussed and the general consensus was - the club needs to look at all the players in a particular age group and field the best team possible. The coaches will work alongside the managers in this assisting in the selection of teams if required. At all times we need to be mindful of the player’s developmental requirements and endeavour to play them at a level commensurate with their skill 

In order to give the Under 11’s & Under 9’s the maximum amount of cricket during the season games will be arranged on a Sunday afternoon at Southern Gardens subject to the availability of pitches. 

Junior Players in Open Age Cricket:-

It was felt that the following directives from the ECB were relevant to all involved in colts cricket at Totton & Eling Cricket Club

“Any player in the Under 13 age group must have explicit written consent from a parent or guardian before participating in open age cricket. Clubs must ensure that their player registration procedures ensure consent is obtained”  

· Not to place the young player in a position where they are  involved in unreasonable risk

· Not to create a situation which prevents the opposition from playing as they would against an adult player 

· To be supportive at all times and make full use of the young players talents. The coaches will be able to advise team captains, if required, on their strengths and weaknesses

· To involve them in all aspects of the game. They are not included just to make up the numbers!

· In the absence of parental presence to take responsibility for the young player at all times and to be fully aware of the requirements of the Safeguarding and protection of young people requirements

The requirement of explicit written consent will be co-ordinated by the Welfare Officer and it is not anticipated to be a problem with only one or two boys who could be affected

Bartley CC:-

We have negotiated a partnership arrangement with Bartley CC whereby our 3rd & 4th X1 will play at Bartley on a Saturday and the Under 11 team on a Sunday morning.  We hope to develop this partnership further and assist in the upgrading of facilities at the ground in future years

Ground Developments:-

Trevor gave a short presentation on the developments to date at Southern Gardens 

AOB:-

There being no notified business the opportunity was taken to raise issues from the meeting

It was perceived that there was a big gap between the 2nd X1 and the 3rd X1 in both standard of cricket and facilities available This has been noted and will be addressed in the Club Development Plan which is under consideration at the present time (It is a requirement of the HCB that the Club Development Plan is published on Play-Cricket.com. It forms part of the evidence required by the ECB before it releases funding to HCB)

Dave Gelling is planning to conduct a session for parents to enable them to assist in building on the coaching received at the club. It was requested that within this informal evening we   incorporate short sessions for potential scorers and match day volunteers
